FY 2012 – FY 2013 Omnibus Budget Bill 

House File 697 is the Omnibus budget bill for FY 2012 and FY 2013.  The bill appropriates $5.999 billion from the general fund for FY 2012.  It also appropriates funds from the Primary Road Fund, Rebuild Iowa Infrastructure Fund and federal block grant funds.  It also appropriates most line items at 85 percent of the FY 2012 level for FY 2013.

Wagner Amendment - Technical Changes to Omnibus

The following budget, technical and corrective changes to the Omnibus budget bill:

· Exempts out-of-state travel for criminal investigations from the reporting requirements for other state government employee out-of-state travel.

· Corrects a Code reference – changes it from 7D.2 to 7E.2 for out of state travel language. 

· Technical change to gaming enforcement revolving fund and gaming regulatory revolving fund.

· Clarifying language stating Commerce revolving funds are not subject to across the board cuts and that periodic billings are deemed sufficient to satisfy the requirements of the funds.

· Corrective changes to the transitional provisions for the Medicaid Fraud Fund and appropriations to the Department of Inspections and Appeals.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Adds a provision to allowing the purchase of radios from the Fish and Game Trust Fund. The language allows DNR to utilize unspent fish & game funds, previously allocated for conservation peace officer retirement vacation pay-out, to purchase mobile radios to meet federal and state requirements for homeland security and public safety.

· Changes requested by the Senate regarding the local foods language in the Ag and DNR division.

· Adds $100,000 for the Commission on Volunteer Service – this was agreed to with the Governor but inadvertently left out of the original budget bill.


· Early Childhood – changes the appropriation of $4.6 million for Shared Visions to a split of $2.3 million for Shared Visions and $2.3 million for Early Childhood Iowa.

· Shifts funding for the Midwest Higher Education Compact funding from the Board of Regents to the Department of Education, the appropriate recipient of the funds.

· Prescription Drug Reimbursement -- inserts language directing the Department of Human Services to work with the Iowa Pharmacy Association and other parties to develop a plan for to replace the current method of calculating Medicaid drug product costs to be instituted in FY 13.

· PMIC language - clarifies that of the $350,000 appropriated for Psychiatric Medical Institutions for Children (PMIC) reimbursement rates, $50,000 is to be used to address rates for outpatient services provided by qualifying PMICs.

· Revolving Loan Fund - revises the language creating the Community Housing for Persons with Disabilities Revolving Loan Program to expand the types of persons and services that may qualify under the program.

· Direct Care Worker -- strikes the word “independent” from the requirements under the RFP language for the Direct Care Worker training funds.

· Volunteer Health Care Program -- strikes the current language in HF 697 regarding adding hospitals to the Volunteer Health Care Program, and replaces it with the language which had been approved by the House Human Resources Committee in House File 601.

· Technical change to the prohibition on bonus pay for state employees.

· Technical change to the False Claims Act language.

· Language agreed-to by DPS and the private sector concerning the statewide public safety radio network.  Appropriates $7.5 million for the project and allows the Department of Public Safety to enter into a private-public partnership with the goal of meeting the federal narrow-banding mandate and the creation of a new interoperability communications system.

Cownie Amendment - Technical Changes to H-1734

· Strikes a duplicate provision that appears in a different division of the bill.

· Strikes the immediate enactment of the Class A felony language.

· Strikes all of the language on Medication Therapy Management and replaces it with session law in lieu of Code language and a continuation of the pilot project for an additional fiscal year.

· Corrective change to the Housing Development – Tax Status language.
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
