USS Iowa Appropriation Provisions
For the fiscal year 2011-2012, the Iowa legislature appropriated the Department of Cultural Affairs $3 million for the nonprofit group (PBC) awarded possession of the BB-61 battleship Iowa. 
The Pacific Battleship Center began discussions with the Department of Cultural Affairs with the expectation that the $3 million grant would be provided directly to the group in a lump sum. 

The legislature did not adopt language directing the Dept. of Cultural Affairs to how the funds should be provided- The Dept. and the PBC have been engaged in an extensive discussions regarding how the funds have been provided. Meanwhile much needed repairs and painting of the ship have been delayed.  
This legislation will provide direction to the Department in three ways:
· Outline how the Pacific Battleship Center should spend the money it receives from the state
· Establish a timeline for delivering the money to the PBC
· Establish reporting requirements for PBC on how they have spent the money, with reports going to the Dept. of Cultural Affairs and the State Auditor’s office
Language has been reviewed with the Department of Cultural Affairs, the Attorney General’s office and the State Auditor’s office.

Section by Section Analysis

Section 2 is amended to read:
The equal amount to $3,000,000 plus any money held in the BB-61 fund created in the 2010 Iowa Acts, chapter 1194 shall be used in accordance with this section.
The grant shall be expended for the limited purposes of hull and superstructure preparation and painting, ship repairs and improvements, transportation and towing of the ship, pier and dock preparation and improvements, and museum development for the purpose of receiving and berthing the battleship Iowa BB-61. 
The grant shall be awarded and money remitted to the nonprofit not less than 30 days after the effective date of this 2012 Act. Grant recipient shall file two periodic reports with the department of cultural affairs and the state auditor itemizing how the money is expended. The first report shall be filed when 50 percent of the money has been expended; the second after 100 percent has been expended.
